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CDLO’s and the Olympics
A copy of a Co-operation and Management Plan (CMP) that has been drawn up as a result of meetings between Police (MPS Drugs Directorate) and the London Organising Committee for the Olympic Games (LOCOG) Pharmacy Clinical Services Committee. The Police and LOCOG have worked hard together to put in place procedures (CMP) to comply with current legislation (Misuse of Drugs Regulations, Misuse of Drugs Safe Custody Regulations 2001 & Health Act 2006).
The Co-operation and Management Plan, signed and agreed by ACC Wilkinson as the ACPO lead for the safer Management of Controlled Drugs sets out the understanding of both parties as regards the management of Controlled Drugs at the 2012 Olympic and Paralympics venues. 

During the Games, morphine sulphate, which is a controlled drug under the Misuse of Drugs Act 1971, will need to be stored, administered & possibly used at certain games venues. The following are Games sites that will require policing in line with this agreed CMP.
London - Various venues and events
Essex - (Hadleigh Farm) Mountain Biking
Hertfordshire - (Lee Valley) Canoeing

Dorset (Weymouth) - Sailing
Newcastle (St James Park) - Football

Manchester (Old Trafford Stadium) - Football
Coventry (City of Coventry Stadium) - Football
Cardiff (Millennium Stadium) - Football
Buckinghamshire (Eaton Dornay) - Rowing

During the process of drafting the CMP the relevant Controlled Drug Liaison Officers have been regularly updated and consulted with so as to ensure that all police services involved agree with the CMP and are able to put it into working practice.

On July the 27th 2011, The Metropolitan Police Drugs Directorate is hosting a presentation and good practice event at Scotland Yard for all CDLO’s involved with the Olympics 2012.
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
